This Invitation for Bids (IFB) follows the General Procurement Notice (GPN) for this project that appeared in dgMarket on February 7, 2005.

Bosnia and Herzegovina and Federation of BiH through sub-agreement with Bosnia and Herzegovina has received a credit from the World Bank toward the cost of the Health Sector Enhancement Project - Additional Financing, and it intends to apply part of the proceeds of this credit to payments under the agreement(s) resulting from this IFB: “Procurement of Electronic Health Record Software for Community Health Care Centres for Central Bosnia Canton - II Phase”; No.: BA/FB&H/HSEP/AF/G/ICB-54/15.

The Federal Ministry of Health now invites sealed bids related to implementation of a Primary Health Care Software to be used in the Health Centers in Central Bosnia Canton of the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina.

Bidding will be conducted through the International Competitive Bidding procedures as specified in the World Bank’s Guidelines: Procurement of Goods, Works and Non-Consulting Services under IBRD Loans and IDA Credits & Grants by World Bank Borrowers, January 2011, Revised July 2014 (“Procurement Guidelines”), and is open to all eligible bidders as defined in the Procurement Guidelines that meet the following minimum qualification criteria: 

· The bidder must demonstrate that it has at least one active software installation of similar complexity in last three years. The bidders must provide an adequate statement or similar document signed by the Client and must have name of the client’s contact person, title, address, phone and e-mail;

· Average annual turnover during last three years should be 600,000.00 EUR or an equivalent amount in a freely convertible currency.

· Bidder’s Statement, signed by the authorized Bidder’s Representative, that the Bidder shall have an adequate project team (i.e. project manager, system administrator, software developer/integrator, trainers etc) with minimum of 10 qualified professionals that will be present on site. The bidder recommended for contract award, and before signature of the contract, must submit documentary evidence on the professional’s qualifications (CVs, Certificates, etc.);

· Bidder’s Statement, signed by the authorized Bidder’s Representative, that the Bidder is compliant with Rulebook on Definition of Primary Health Care Health Informatics System Architecture issued by Federal Ministry of Health Official Gazette, #82/13. The bidders are not required to fulfill this requirement as condition to bid, then only in case if recommended for contract award, and before the contract signature.
